Call to Order, Welcome, and Introductions 
Council Chair Jim Seward called the meeting to order at 1:00pm.
INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

South Dakota Public Safety Improvement Act Overview – (Jim Seward)

Jim Seward gave a brief preview/overview and then went through the entirety of the featured PowerPoint presentation.  Refer to handout and video screens for PowerPoint presentation information and documentation.
Implementation Status Reports

Department of Corrections’ Senate Bill 70 Status Update – (Laurie Feiler)
Laurie Feiler outlined the recent updates and current status regarding the DOC’s implementation of the Public Safety Improvement Act (PSIA).  Refer to handout and video screens for PowerPoint presentation information and documentation.

· For July, approximately 70,000 days of Earned Discharge Credits were awarded.

· $250,000 provided by the PSIA towards Tribal Pilots to help work with parolees who wish to return to their tribal area while remaining on parole.  Evidence Based Practices and Sanctions/Incentives grid are being implemented into the pilot program. 

· Performance Measures have been established for what needs to be tracked and is a work in progress.

· For reporting and tracking of earned discharge credit, there is a manual process in place with future plans for it to be automated.  The automation is under contract with a DOC vendor.
· The Policy Driven Response Grid is the guideline for sanctions and incentives for the DOC.

· Train the trainer efforts are underway and also staff training for EPICS- which is a case management protocol.  
· When asked by the council about the responses so far to the programs, Ms. Feiler stated there has been overwhelmingly positive response.
· When asked by the council about concerns with alternative funding for housing both large and small populations, Ms. Feiler stated that it is currently being piloted in Sioux Falls for feasibility.

· When asked to shed more light on the reinvestment fund, Ms. Feiler stated that it is intended to alleviate the financial burdens of probation vs. prison for local areas. 

Unified Judicial System’s Senate Bill 70 Status Update – (Greg Sattizahn)
Greg Sattizahn began a presentation outlining the recent updates and current status regarding the UJS’s implementation of PSIA.  Refer to handout and video screens for PowerPoint presentation information and documentation.

· Mr. Sattizahn discussed the current status of the Earned Discharge Credits for probationers and potential Supreme Court rules.
· Mr. Sattizahn then provided an update on Evidence Based Practices as well as reporting under the PSIA.  

· Development of a graduated sanctions and incentives response grid was also provided.  

· The Veteran’s Project was discussed and a workgroup has been created and will be moving forward with recommendations on tracking and reporting on the status of veterans in court.

· Many of the programs and processes that are being developed will be heard at the Supreme Court Rules hearing on November 5th.

· There was training for Veteran’s Court, DUI Court as well as Drug Court upcoming in September for 10 teams. 
· There were no council member questions for this section.  
Department of Social Services’ Senate Bill 70 Status Update – (Amy Iversen-Pollreisz)

Amy Iversen-Pollreisz began a presentation outlining the recent updates and current status regarding the DSS’s implementation of PSIA.  Refer to handout and video screens for PowerPoint presentation information and documentation.

· Requests for Proposals for evidence based substance abuse treatment services and criminal thinking programming targeted to Class 5/6 felonies were released in July. DSS received proposals from 16 providers for the substance abuse treatment RFP and 14 providers for the criminal thinking RFP. Award notifications will be made next week.  .DSS is working with UJS and DOC on the referral process to substance abuse and criminal thinking services. 

· DSS staff positions related to PSIA have been filled, and those staff will begin in early September.

· When asked when these new services will be available, Ms. Iversen-Pollreisz stated that training on the EBPs will be held in October with services available after that. 

· When asked how they are going to accommodate different sized/populated areas, Ms. Iversen-Pollreisz stated that the rural pilot program will allow flexibility to address issues with providing services in small, rural areas. 
Attorney General’s Office Senate Bill 70 Status Update – (Brian Zeeb, Jamie Freestone)
Mr. Zeeb and Ms. Freestone began a presentation outlining the recent updates and current status regarding the AG’s implementation of the PSIA.  Refer to handout and video screens for PowerPoint presentation information and documentation.

· The presenters summarized a Statewide Victim Notification System (SAVIN) with a 2015 target date.
· SAVIN system information and processes are currently being developed with assistance from Indiana.  

· Currently looking for a programmer to assist in developing and maintaining the proposed systems.

· When asked about the interaction between SD and other states within this system, it was clarified that at this time it would not be interacting with outside states.

· When asked about the potential delivery methods for these notifications, it was stated that it would potentially be sent through e-mail, postal mail, telephone, and text messaging.

· When asked about the financial costs for each county for implementation, it was explained that a significant amount of money was being received through grants and other processes to alleviate the financial impact.

· If budget constraints restrict the current plan, a web portal has also been proposed as a backup plan.

Performance Measures

After the break, Mr. Seward summarized the Performance Measures document and asked the Council to review that material.  This information is available to the public on the UJS website along with all of the other documentation from the meeting.

Questions and Comments
· When asked about problem areas during implementation and planning after the introduction of the Senate bill, Ms. Iversen-Pollreisz stated that the quick turnaround time to get services established has been challenging, but the departments have been able to work through those challenges. 

· When asked about reimbursing counties for the cost of a parolee being sent to jail instead of the penitentiary, it was stated that there is the $50 a day reimbursement for parole violators in current law.  It was also noted that after similar policies were adopted in Texas and Arkansas, the jail and penitentiary numbers have declined.
